What Color Are Your Skittles?
Read all instructions carefully before starting!

1. Open the package of Skittles and pour them into the plastic Ziploc bag and zip it up!  

2. Tally up the number of Skittles for each color and record them here:

Red _____     Orange _____     Yellow _____     Green _____     Violet _____

3. Open Microsoft Excel. 

4. Starting in cell A5, type in your first color.  Continue down the column until all colors have been entered.  Make sure that you format the cells so that you can read all the text.
5. After you have labeled all of your candy colors, you will need to enter the data recorded for each color. Starting in cell B5, enter the number of the first color of Skittles. Repeat for all the colors.

6. Total the number of Skittles.  Leave that black and change it to 12pt.  In the cell C10 type in “TOTAL” and change it to 12pt and BOLD

7. Change the font size to 14 and BOLD.  Chose a font that you like, but is easily read.  Change the colors to the color name.
8. Once the data is entered, you are going to make a pie chart that shows the percentages of the total colors.  Make sure that the colors of the pie and the legend are the same as the colors of the Skittles!
9. Title the chart “_____’s Skittles”. (Put your name on the blank line.) 

10. Position the chart under the data so that it is all on one page.  Adjust the size of the chart, pie and legend as you see fit.  You may change the fonts to make the chart look attractive, yet readable.
11. When finished, you are to create a title in word art.  Again, use some of the Skittles colors.  

12. Decorate your page with little Skittles (use the AutoShapes).  Don’t over do it though!
