A Spreadsheet Activity
Flip your imagination switch to the ON position and pretend that you entered a contest to win a $100,000.00 shopping spree at a store(s) of your choice. Imagine the surprised look on your face when you’re called to the phone and told that you WON! 

But wait! The surprised look on your face turns serious when you learn there’s a catch! You are informed that the total cost of all the items you select must not exceed (go over) $100,000.00, tax included. Also, the total cost of all the items (tax included) must fall between $99,995.00 and $100,000.00 or you lose everything. 

"Not a problem!" you exclaim. "I have a secret weapon called a spreadsheet! I can make it do the math for me - right down to the very last penny! Show me the money!" 

Create spreadsheet like the downloadable example, but yours needs to look good/pretty.  You can chooses to use a different format if you like.
Continue spending your $100,000.00 on toys or other goodies and use a spreadsheet to keep the total cost of all the toys just under $100,000.00, tax included.  Don’t forget that the total cost of all the items (tax included) must fall between $99,995.00 and $100,000.00 or you lose all the money. 

You may not by houses, cars, guns, exotic animals, anything over $20,000, and multiples of items without teacher approval.  If you are unsure if you are allowed to purchase an item, please ask your teacher. 

Here’s more good news! If you are able to spend EXACTLY $100,000.00, tax included, you win an additional $50,000.00 "imaginary" cash to spend. Will YOU be the one? Good luck! Tell Mr. Sillman if you were able to spend exactly $100,000.00 to receive your extra $50,000.00.

Now it’s time to use a spreadsheet for calculating the exact amount of money you’re spending and how much money is left to spend out of the $100,000.00. You can keep your spreadsheet open on the screen and your browser loaded. This will allow you to work more efficiently if you need to switch back and forth between the two programs to check new prices online or delete items that cost too much from your spreadsheet. 

Create your own spreadsheet using the formulas, ask the teacher if you need help writing the formulas. You can do it! See the example attached. Format it to make it look good and easy to read or create your own!
You will also need to create a pie chart showing how you spent your money based on the categories you selected. You will need to sort your spreadsheet by category and then find the total money spent in each category. You should format your chart and spreadsheet to make them easy to read and attractive.
