   JIM CROW LAW ASSIGNMENT
Students will read/view the sources dealing with Jim Crow Laws. (Texts, Information packet, images, etc.) Students will choose two of the Jim Crow Laws that were presented in the material and will create a short film or skit or a “childrens book” (images and captions) explaining TWO of the laws. Students should be sure to explain the law from both points of view and the effects it had on life/culture in the South at this time.  Students will be graded on…



- Accuracy of Information



- Relevance of story plot / illustration to the Jim Crow Law



- Demonstration of knowledge gained through story/ illustration



- Originality of story/ illustration
Once the students have completed their illustration, fictional story or short skit they will explain/write the techniques and strategies they used and WHY they used them.

Overall, students will be graded on their ability to explain and demonstrate their knowledge of the specific Jim Crow Law through the illustration or fictional story. Students will also be graded on their ability to explain why they “did what they did.”
